Undertake a risk assessment
Install and complete mural
Add protective layer using Urban Hygiene, Anti-Graffiti Coating
Undertake minor restoration works as required for up to three years past completion date, after which point this responsibility will be passed to [name of business]. Minor restoration constitutes re-painting up to 1 x 1m areas of damage. Any larger areas will require further discussion with the business. Full instructions of maintenance will be provided to [name of business] at the end of the three-year period by the artist (but please note that if after 3 years, the mural is damaged or defaced the whole area will be painted over in one colour).

To communicate with the artist any need for restoration works

Copyright and ownership
